Now I have a sweet tooth, so it has been my mission to find the best places for ice cream cones, my 
major weakness. I also like great pie. Lemon Meringue, Banana Cream, and Pumpkin Pie are among 
my favourites.

It 
was a beautiful day and we sat out on the patio, watching the sights. I had a buffalo burger and it was 
outstanding.
